It woulets
parents’ minds at rest always to know where their kildren are. It would be useful if you were tryingto
link up with friends in a crowded shopping mall.
It should be noted that this is an additional, volatary scheme. The police & the council already havthe
power to locate you by your mobile ‘phone, whetheygou like it or not. This new scheme is an extra fo
friends & families who really do want to keep in tauch with one another.
Even so, | have grave reservations about it. Doniwve still have any right to privacy at all? Peoplealways
say that, if you've got nothing to hide, it doesn’imatter if your life is an open book. But I'm notso sure.
Do you really want other people — even the peopley love — to know where you are & what you are dom
every moment of the day?
When you were a child, did you want your parents &eachers to know everything you got up to? Freedom
includes the freedom to run risks, to make mistake& even to do wrong.
Anyway, privacy is not only about getting away with mischief. You might, for example, nip into
Debenham’s for a present for your wife. It would poil the surprise if she were tracking you on your
mobile. On the other hand, she might be suspiciousyou switched it off.
As for stopping people getting away with absolutelanything, | am not confident that that is such a god
thing. In the modern world, where there are so may rules and restrictions, it is probably a very badthing
if every minor breach is detected & punished with either mercy nor common sense.
It might not work anyway. It would be quite easy o leave your mobile in the school library while youvent
to the pub with the rest of the delinquents.
I know this scheme is supposedly voluntary but, ithe current climate, | wonder if it would be regarded as
suspicious to refuse to take part.

God is alwaysvith you, wherever you are & He knows what you are
doing or saying & even what you are thinking. | smetimes tell people that this is both a threat and
promise! It is a promise because we know that God ialways with us & that, whatever happens to us and
whatever we have to do, we can ask for His help prayer. And God does answer prayer. You might ats
think of it as a threat, however, because we do havo answer to God for our lives & there are no seets
from Him. The only thing to do is to confess & taask for forgiveness for our failures.

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Dog Fouling of Public Areas

| have had a number of letters concerning dog ownsrfailing to clear up after their dogs,
which, as casual observation will confirm, is a silation which is certainly not improving.
Firstly, let me make it quite clear that, in most ases & certainly where deposits are left or
pavements, the responsibility for prosecuting offetlers lies with Medway Council.
Medway’s website states:-

“Medway Safer Communities Officers investigate comjaints of dog fouling, issuing fixed
penalty notices of £50 if they witness a person aling their dog to foul & not clearing up
after the dog. If appropriate, they will prosecutethose who persistently fail to clear up after
their dog. This may lead to a fine of up to £1000The law applies to most land which the
public can access.”

That sounds fine, but the parish clerk is asking Mdway Council to reveal how many fixed
notice penalties were issued & prosecutions brougliiroughout Medway in 2008. The results
may be interesting & | will publish them next time. We all live in the village & we see the
evidence of these offences having taken place, mgeaking personally, | don’'t think | have
ever witnessed the offence itself. So, | suggestaththe likelihood of a Medway Safer
Communities Officer, who presumably is visually idetifiable, witnessing such an offence on
one of their “occasional” visits to Halling is remde at best.

The above leads me to believe that self help withithe parish, by reporting such incidents
and producing supporting evidence to make a succdakprosecution likely, is the only way to
make any real progress. Therein lies another probla because people very often fee
intimidated approaching dog owners or photographingtheir pets “in action”. Since | have
been editor | have received several letters on th®ubject where the authors didn’'t feel able to
reveal their details. | understand that, | really db, but it further highlights the difficulty of
taking meaningful action & satisfying the burden ofproof.

On a slightly more positive note, there does exisg government consultation paper which
invites comments on passing these legal powers fraddorough & District Councils & Unitary
Authorities like Medway, down to parish councils, vhich might help in the longer term.
Halling has indicated cautious support for the promsals pending the receipt of more detailec
information.

| did also receive a letter concerning the very difcult issue of cat fouling on gardens.
Difficult because, by definition it is happening orprivate property & as such, action can only
be taken by the owners of the land. No easy answir that one, but | know that a number of
residents have these quite lifelike “pretend catsin their gardens, which | guess wouldn’t be
there if they weren’t effective.

The real answer here is for all dog owners to pleasbe responsible & clear up after your pets,
we all appreciate that it isn’t the most pleasantdsk, but leaving it there is pretty unpleasant
for the rest of us and can be a danger to health.

By the way, provided that letters are signed & addesses given, | will always be happy not tc
reveal identities when they are published in HV, sth publication being subject to the usual
editor’s discretion.
